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Change for Change against Bullying is an easy way for 

classrooms across the region to get involved in bullying 

prevention.   
 

How does it work?   
 

1. Create a box, jar, or some type of container that is 

used to collect money for your classroom.  

2. Encourage students to bring change to school (or 

paper money) during the month of October which is 

the National Bullying Prevention Month.  Children 

will put the money in the container created to collect 

the money.   

3. At the end of the month, count the money and 

celebrate the great accomplishment of team work.  

4. Turn in  money. 

5. Classroom that raises the highest dollar amount wins 

a pizza party for their class.

How to Participate in Change for Change against Bullying 

 

1. Go to www.firstgiving.com/32617/change-for-change-against-bullying and 

click on the green box that says “Fundraise”.  

2. You will now be asked to a) join an existing team; b) create my own team; or c) 

do not join a team.  If you are the classroom teacher or class representative, you 

should click on b) create my own team.   

3. You will now be asked to create a team page.  Team Name should be the 

teachers name.  (i.e. Ms. Stacy Brown - 2nd grade class).  Team organization 

should be the name of your school.  Team story is why your class wants to raise 

money for bullying prevention.  You will also be allowed upload an image or 

picture and set a fundraising goal.   

4. IF, you or parents of your students want to raise even more money than the 

daily change, you can set up personal fundraising pages.  When you set up a 

personal fundraising page the dollar amounts raised goes toward your overall 

goal as a class.  In addition, individuals with personal fundraising pages can 

also win incentive prizes.  This part is completely optional.  You can see the 

incentive prizes on the Firstgiving page above. 

5. Once you register your team, you will receive more additional information.   

6. On October 31, 2016 you will count all the money you collected in  your 

classroom.  You can either forward the money by check or money order (be 

sure to tell us the teachers name and school) to FHF, 201 Evans Road, Bldg. 1, 

Suite 100, Harahan, LA  70123 or go on-line and submit it on your team page.  

All money must be received no later than November 10, 2016 to be eligible for 

prize.
